Location: Practice Rink, Budapest
The competition will be held in the covered Practice Rink with an indoor ice rink measuring 30x60
metres and a movable padding system. The compass of the track is 111.12 metres with curves of 8
metres as per the ISU Rules. There will be seven (7) tracks with a displacement of 0,7 metre each,
while the finish line for all distances is the same and only the starting place of distances 500 metres
and 1500 metres will be changed.

only registered competitors of ISU Members and affiliated clubs are allowed to participate, entries
can be made only through the respective members

deadline are allowed to participate

the individual competition is an All-Round competition. All Final System is used as qualification
procedure. The make-up of races will be made according to Rule 296 and the Memorandum. Final
points (34-21-13-8-5-3-2-1) will be awarded in the respective Finals considering Racing Rule 295 §
5.

Entries: by submitting an entry the competitors clearly agree to all terms set in this Announcement.
Preliminary Entries must reach the OC by 26t of September 2024 at the latest
the Final Entry must be electronically (www.shorttracklive.info) entered not later than 1st of
October 2024 and should include the following:

*  the title of the competition

* the number of coaches and team leaders

* the first (given) name and surname of the competitor(s)

* the date of birth of the competitor(s)

* the date and time of arrival and departure of the competitor(s) and those accompanying

Awards:

The first three placed competitors of each distance in each category receive a medal immediately
after the respective final on ice. The first three placed competitors of the individual all-round
competition, and the first three placed relay teams in each category will be awarded with medals
respectively at the end of the competition.
